Citizens Hearing:

Charlie Benoit- 2 Revere Court- We have a very dangerous situation. The students who attend
Raritan High School park in our development and they focus on Concorde Drive and Bunker.
They used to park on Revere Court and we addressed the Committee two years ago and the
Committee authorized no parking signs on school days only. That rectified the situation for
Revere Court but it intensified the situation for Concorde and Bunker. On a daily basis we
counted anywhere from 40-46 cars. They leave a lot of debris every day, use foul language and
they speed. The speeding is more prevalent on Bunker Hill Road and there are many residents
here tonight and I don’t want to take up your time but what we would like to see happen is no
parking signs on school days to be installed on Concorde Drive and Bunker Hill. Students have
let air out of other student’s tires and neighbors have been blamed for this and neighbors have
had air let out of their tires. At one point it was back in April students threw soiled sanitary
napkins up and down the block. The biggest thing is the safest issue because Concorde is
approximately 30 feet wide and they do park on both sides and service vehicles can’t get in and
out of the development such as garbage trucks and we had to have lumber deliveries postponed




until after 4pm until the kids leave. Most recently my wife had spoken with Zach Helfrich and he
said his drivers have made complaints that they can’t make turns on Bunker Hill or Concorde
and he said he called the Board of Education Transportation Department and spoke to a woman
named Karen to address the problem. Mr. Helfrich said he couldn’t come but we could use his
name. Once again this is intensified even though school starts up in September. We have a lot of
cars in September but at the year progresses it gets worse. There are at least 25 people here from
Concorde, Bunker and Revere Court if anyone would like to address you. | have prepared a letter
for the Committee and we have photos and a diagram with the affected areas if | can give it to
you.

Attorney Cucchiaro- Please bring that up to the Clerk. First of all, | am happy and appreciative
that it was brought to our attention now so that we have an opportunity to address it before the
school year starts to help out your neighborhood. What you are asking to do requires the
Committee to adopt an ordinance, Mr. Mayor if you and the Committee would allow me to, I can
draft a similar ordinance as to the other streets that are in your neighborhood. We have a special
meeting in two weeks and we can get it on for the first reading at that time. Also, Mr. Mayor
some of the issues that were raised is not just a parking issue it is a criminal issue. What | ask is
that the Committee direct Mr. Pino to speak to Chief Broderick about some of these instances so
that there can be a greater police presence in the area whether it be patrolling particularly when
school begins. There will be a little bit of a catch up because a lot of students will not know in
advance that the new parking regulations will be in place. We will speak to the police
department. | think that Mr. Pino should also be directed to speak to the superintendent to make
them aware because | am sure they will be interested and concerned about the situation there. If
you attack it on those three fronts it would help as the Mayor said to improve the quality of life,
which is obviously being unreasonably and unacceptably impaired. We will attempt to have the
Superintendent, even perhaps, to write a letter to the high school families prior to the beginning
of the school year making them aware of the situation and what the rules are going to be.

Mayor DiNardo- Next meeting we will introduce the ordinance and get everything out and get
the signs made up as soon as it is imposed and there will be no parking issues anymore.

Stan Somski- | am the owner of Block 120 Lots 81.01 through 81.06, also known as 409 Middle
Road, which was part of the sub-division that was purchased in 2006 by Sea Breeze Corp. | have
been meeting with various officials and my lawyer sent numerous letters to your professionals
and | believe we sent letters to the Mayor and Committee. We have not gotten one response and
it is coming up on a year. | have nowhere else to go. It is only in Hazlet that a subdivision is
handled this way. It is nowhere in the State of New Jersey and it is has never been done in Hazlet
before it is only unique to this particular sub-division. | looked at the records of the sub-division
filed just before it and after it. Bonds are always posted and you even make the Developers sign
a Developers Agreement which can be assigned to subsequent owners if someone else is taking
responsibility for the sub-division. | met with your attorney, engineer from CME and Mr. Pino
and my wife, Dr. Suchera Ahlawatt was with me and we put together several letters and never
got a response. | have met with your zoning officer and she made it sound like an abandoned job.
How can it be abandoned there are six legally approved lots filed and taxed on six individual lots
and again I don’t get an answer. If someone bought a house in one of your sub-divisions in town
and the roads did not have the final asphalt course and the sidewalks weren’t in and the
landscaping trees were not planted you would not assess that homeowner for the improvements if
the developer failed to install them. You would take it from the bonds which were required by
the Municipal Land Use Law. I can’t understand why you deviated from the law, it is not this



board but you are the successors of previous boards and | am a tax payer in your town and that is
why | like to have an answer. When a sub-division is filed the streets essentially become
property of the township. That is why in your Developers Agreement you require a developer to
carry $2 million in liability insurance. It wouldn’t be necessary if the developer still owned the
road because he would have the liability and the town would not have to be held harmless. The
one writing | do get from your township, Mr. Finnerty sent me a letter saying | was not cutting
the grass properly. | sent a letter back to him, which I did not get a response which I guess he
agrees with my position that I do not own the road | own the lots. We had a few meetings and |
do not know what else to do.

Attorney Cucchiaro- Mr. Sumski after we had our last in person meeting and | have talked to
your attorney several times and your attorney understands the municipal position which is that
these are all bonded improvements and there are no bonds in place and to move forward with the
project. Bonding has to go into place just like it does for every other developer and the project
can move forward. | do not know about an abandoned approval I told you when we met that | felt
the approval was valid it was just the terms of the approval have not been completed yet. It just
awaits bonding and payment of escrow for a professional review by our engineer.

Mr. Somski- Was this forwarded to me in writing in any way?

Attorney Cucchiaro- | said it to you and | said it to your attorney multiple times.

Mr. Somski- Can you tell me why the bonds were released that were posted?

Attorney Cucchiaro- As you said that was many years ago and | was not here.

Mr. Somski- How does this work? Bonds were posted and bonds were released for work that was
never done. Purpose of posting bonds is to guarantee that the work is done.

Attorney Cucchiaro — The bonds were mostly likely released.

Mr. Somski- If someone buys a house in an approved sub-division if they were a singled out
owner can the township assess them for improvements?

Attorney Cucchiaro- That doesn’t have to do with this situation. This situation is about public
improvements that may or may not be completed and if they are not completed and the
municipality does not have a bond then the rest of the tax payers in the municipality are
responsible for finishing the job.

Mr. Somski- The required bonds were posted and then released and the work was not done.

Attorney Cucchiaro- The work is still not done and there are no bonds in place.

Mr. Somski- How do | know there were no bonds in place?

Attorney Cucchiaro- You told me that. When you told me there were no bonds in place was that
true statement?




Mr. Somski- | did an OPRA request for Ms. Colas in the sewer department for open bonds and |
got a request back that there were no bonds.

Attorney Cucchiaro- She was called into the meeting and she said that on advice of counsel,
whoever that was at that time, to release the bonds and she released the bonds.

Mr. Somski- Have you ever seen anything done like this in the State of NJ? You practice Land
Use Law.

Attorney Cucchiaro- What | see done in the State of New Jersey is that public improvements
require bonding. This does not deviate from that normal procedure. | understand that you did not
necessarily know about this when you bought the property and it is not meant to slight you in
anyway. I don’t know what happened during the history of this. All | can tell you is what is
going to happen moving forward and it will bonded like every project in Hazlet and every other
municipality.

Dr. Sucheta Ahlawatt- |1 am the owner of the property with Stan and we have had several
meetings and we have had conversations with our attorney and | would like to request for the
record if you would give us something in writing as exactly what do you expect us to do to move
forward? We have sent you emails and CME emails.

Attorney Cucchiaro- CME | remember sent you a letter back asking for posting of escrow which
was never done.

Dr. Ahlawatt- No we have never received anything. You can send it in writing certified mail so
there is evidence. The reason we came here is because we are going in a circle and there is no
response.

Attorney Cucchiaro- CME asked for escrow.

Dr. Ahlawatt- If you can provide us with a letter or email from CME asking for this I will take
my words back. What really seems to be happening because we have owned this property for 2
years. First we went to the officials in the township who is just giving us the run-around. Then
we went to an attorney which we did not need to. We have met with you cordially, and we have
tried every different way.

Attorney Cucchiaro- You have tried every different way but you don’t like the answer. It is a
matter of paying fees, posting escrow and posting bonds.

Dr. Ahlawatt- If you could just list step 1,2 & 3 because maybe I don’t have enough intelligence
that we are not following you.

Attorney Cucchiaro- No I think you are highly intelligent you just don’t like the answers. We
will get a letter telling you the amount of escrow to post for us to begin the process.

Dr. Ahlawatt- | would like how much money needs to be posted and what steps have to be taken
to make this project a reality. We are making a living and two years is a long time.



Attorney Cucchiaro- Everyone else in the municipality is making a living and that is why escrow
is important because they should not be financing your private development. CME will not be
working for your project for free. They will provide you a letter that goes through all the escrow
but they will not be working for free for you.

Dr. Ahlawatt- For the record this is the first time you have said we need escrow.

Attorney Cucchiaro- For the record that is a complete misrepresentation.

Helen O’Brien- Mr. Mayor | spoke to you a few months back about S. Park Avenue and | saw
you the next day out there looking at the road and nothing has been done since.

Mayor DiNardo- The 18" we will start on the project. We had a pre-construction meeting last
week and the road program will be starting on the 18™ maybe a little sooner.

Jodie Moreno- | have been a member of the pool club for about 8 years now. We always find it a
fun place for the children. It is a great community Hazlet and we would never want to leave the
pool club but under certain circumstances | feel that things have been changing at the pool club
which is a disadvantage to our children. The whole point of the pool club is to play in the pools
but also to play outside the pool like kids do and as we did as kids. Now it is getting very
difficult the kids can’t run in the grass anymore and they can’t play ball.

Attorney Cucchiaro- We heard this at the last meeting so actually between that meeting and this
meeting | had Dennis track down the Hazlet Swim and Tennis Club Rules and Regulations. |
find there to be contradictory provisions in here because it talks about giving out sports
equipment to people.

Ms. Moreno- It is contradicting also because there is a ball apparatus in the club.

Attorney Cucchiaro- I discussed this with Dennis and Dennis | believe there is going to be a
designated area.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- So far that is the plan.

Ms. Moreno- The designated area is not down and unleveled and adjacent to the garbage?

Dennis Pino, Administrator — That is one area there may be more we have to really look at this
place.

Ms. Moreno- The reason | say it is a bad area is because it is unsafe for the children. There is no
supervision down there as opposed to having cones set up aside in the back maybe a sign that
says ball playing. The garbage is adjacent to it and the stench is overwhelming and there are bees
down there, flies are down there and it is not really safe for the children and it is not level.

Attorney Cucchiaro- Do you have a recommendation for where you would like to see it?

Ms. Moreno- | would love to see it maybe back towards the gate. Even by the tennis courts.

Attorney Cucchiaro- We will absolutely look into the area that you just talked about.




Ms. Moreno- Will we be seeing that in the near future?

Attorney Cucchiaro- Yes.

Ms. Moreno- What kind of ball playing?

Attorney Cucchiaro- Whiffle Ball, anything that is not dangerous.

Drew Barnett- They need to lower the field fence it is about 8 feet high. Last week when | was at
the swim club a woman had to jump over the fence 3 times to get the kickball.

Mayor DiNardo- We are getting new fencing. The back part of the whole swim club is not even
compliant safety wise.

Tom Durnin- What is the definition of a splash park, what are the dimensions and the safety
facts. When | took my daughter to the swim club for the first time she burnt her hand on the
playground equipment. I asked 12 years ago why don’t we put a cover over the equipment. That
playground is fairly old and if you have a certain amount of funds why not go with that covering
that versus other things that need to be done. Some people say the bathrooms are not clean
enough but to me my thing is safety.

Mayor DiNardo- The pool club is a utility so it is self-sustaining. We have taken on some major
renovations on it this year and we had set aside money in last year’s budget and also this year’s
budget for capital improvements which we are going forward with. The playground is on the
radar but we can only do so much with the funds that are there. The lighting was atrocious it was
not working, the actual pump house was in desperate need of repair and rebuilding and we are
still on that phase right now. As soon as we shut down we are replacing the sand filters and then
that is complete. We put some playground equipment on the other side and some other cleaning
issues. The bathrooms are on the radar for the off season and Barbara has been looking at
playground equipment and we are looking to do some improvements.

Mr. Durnin- Is there a situation where you have to choose between a splash park and
playground?

Mayor DiNardo- Again, the pool club is a utility it is self-sustained. The splash park is being
funded through the Green Meadows account, which is an account that the town collects money
from the gentleman who comes in here twice a year. It is a reserve fund and that is utilized for
that. Also, the Recreation department has a fund and they are contributing towards that project. It
is not coming out of any monies from the swim club whatsoever.

Mr. Durnin- Is there a proposal in the future for cabanas in the swim club?

Dennis Pino, Administrator- We have had a lot of ideas thrown at us just like your suggesting to
replace the equipment and put some sort of shade structure over the playground. One of the items
that came up were cabanas like some of the other clubs have. We did a very informal non-
scientific study last week and got some results. It was only in the mid 30% range that people had
any sort of interests. We had a higher interest for a slide going into the dive tank.




Mr. Durnin- People like the ecstatic look of the Hazlet Swim Club.

Angela Cannon- We have been members of the swim club for several years and | want to say
thank you for the improvements. | also wanted to address that my son has been on the swim team
for three years it is the best thing he loves it and the children on that swim team are a family.
Everybody on that swim team loves each other the only problem I have is | am afraid with the
prices of the swim club going up that I am not going to be able to afford the membership. I found
out from other swim clubs that what they do have, I know you don’t want a kids membership for
a child under 12 who is on the swim team but my son would be devastated if | could not afford
the $600.00 for the swim club | would suggest maybe to have a membership for the children
under 12 who are on the swim team and maybe write on the card for swim team practice and
meets only and charge them a fee for the swim team and a fee for the club. | am just afraid that if
I cannot afford to join the swim club as a family my son is going to miss out on the swim team.

Dennis Pino, Administrator — We are looking at the fees for next year.

Ms. Cannon- A lot of my friends had left the swim club because they could not afford the
membership but want their children on the swim team.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- We did talk about that and if there is a way to reduce fees we would
love to find a way to do it. It has been so much more attractive this year with the little
improvements that we did.

Ms. Cannon- There should not be that much of an increase for next year?

Dennis Pino, Administrator- | do not know what the exact fees are for next year they are
available you can see them tomorrow. They were done a few years ago.

Charles Hoffman — Florence Avenue is in need of being relined. I think a lot of our streets are.

Mayor DiNardo- | authorized our superintendent to buy a double head machine so we can paint
the two lines.

Mr. Hoffman — Where the creek is where the house was flooded you need to cut the bushes back
again along the fencing. On the corner of Middle and Florence where you turn right to go onto
Florence right in that corner about 3-4 feet from corner itself there is a flat storm drain grate that
IS starting to give away. It is not a problem for the person turning right onto Florence but the
people often have to swing wide.

Mayor DiNardo- I will look at it tomorrow morning.

Jodie Moreno- So based on what | just heard about the spray park, | was worried that the spray
park would somehow increase the membership fee. It is being totally funded by the funds that
you have.

Dennis Pino, Administrator — Other entities.

Ms. Moreno- Someone was saying it was going to be a separate entrance and a separate fee and a
separate bracelet.



Mayor DiNardo- There will be an entrance for the general public if they like to use it.

Ms. Moreno- So whatever fee that is already in budget will be the fee of the club which will
maybe include the fee of the spray park.

Mayor DiNardo- It will include the spray park no additional cost to the swim club members.

Maureen Miller - Good evening. | saw the fence that is going up is it going to be the same fence
on the outside or are you changing where the fence is going to be ending?

Mayor DiNardo- The only changes will be where the back of the pump house is. The fence
protrudes out and goes all over the place we are just going to make it straight.

Ms. Miller- You are going to make it so people can’t go down those two hills.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- In line with the building, it is like an “L” shape I believe.

Ms. Miller- It will be behind the pump house. | saw from our last meeting that CME is going to
be coming in and giving you an assessment on it. Nothing was reconsidered about a new location
in the town?

Dennis Pino, Administrator — As Ron as mentioned before, they are going to look at that site to
see if it is capable of holding the size that is desired and needed. The necessary associated
facility will go along with it, the service tank, bathrooms, ADA accessibility all that good stuff.

Ms. Miller — After the last meeting no one talked about putting it at another location?

Dennis Pino, Administrator-It is hard to stick these spray parks in the middle of nowhere. The
best part of the swim club is that is it monitored and we have employees in there. It is next to it
even though it may not be in it and people can enjoy it. It would share the same operating
management and employees somewhat, someway and somehow which we have not finalized or
begun to think of the possible details.

Attorney Cucchiaro- I think when CME comes back with whatever they are coming back with if
it is not feasible at this location then at that time the Committee will make a determination
whether they would like to look at other alternative locations in the township. If it is feasible at
this location, what it would look like, what the contours are of it and how it lays out and even
though it may be a viable location it may not be something that is desirable based upon what it
looks like or how it would function. I don’t there would have been a preclusion of looking at
other spaces until we see how it lays out here, so the need for another space is not readily
apparent right now.

Ms. Miller- That sounds good and alleviates some of the thoughts in my head because living in
this town all my life we have beautiful park areas. Leocadia is another area that has a lot space
and it would be another place that would be great. | am here to tell you all the pool club has been
wonderful this year except when this came it took away some of the serenity or the peacefulness
that | usually get at the pool club. After tonight, | hope that everyone who is here and sees me
every day, I don’t want to talk about it anymore it is done with for me. I love the pool club how it



is and the lifeguards have been wonderful, the place itself has been kept beautiful. Walking
around the other day the fence is needed and there were holes there.

Al Aloisi- This has to do with a safety issue regarding the tennis courts. Today | was there and
about 12 children ages 10 &11 were going to play ball on the tennis courts. | was right there at
the fence and asked them where they were going with no shoes on. Those courts get hot about 90
degrees sometimes and they are planning to go out and play on the court and hang on the nets.
They were going to play football on the tennis courts. I go through this every day and so do all
the other members. One boy said my mother told me I can play ball on the tennis court. There is
no control over there.

Attorney Cucchiaro- Did you bring it to the attention of the manager? What | hear from other
parents they seem to be pretty diligent about stopping kids from playing ball.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- | recommend you talk to management and not tell the children what
to do, they are not your children. Everyone if you see something report it the management, do
not approach the children yourselves you can wind up in a different situation. My personal
recommendation as a father.

Mr. Aloisi- Other than that I enjoy the swim club every day and I help the students who are
aspired to be on the tennis team.

Bill Shewan — | would recommend that a part of the study on the splash park that possibly due a
study on the full use of the facilities back there for the best use of that facility, which would
include a splash park and many other activities that may be recommended. Listening to
everyone who showed up tonight and voice an opinion and | know that there is a Recreation
Advisory being formed. However, | think it would be an advantage to continue a committee that
was formally formed for the pool and tennis club. The reason for that you would get this
feedback to that advisory council on a more daily or monthly basis. At least there will be more
feedback to the existing council they are starting.

Mayor DiNardo- Once we set up the meetings for them anyone from the pool club is welcome to
go to the meetings.

Mr. Shewan- There is nothing like a committee that exists and is sanctioned by the town that
meets, monthly, weekly and particularly when the pool is in session sometimes a meeting on a
daily basis and sharing the ideas and problems that exist and the recommendations. It can only be
constructive. It does not mean the town or the council takes the advice but at least they have
more input from one or two people. That is my opinion and I think it would be a good thing for
the town and a good thing for the Swim & Tennis Club because the Recreation Council will have
a big nut to handle as well as what goes in recreation everyday which is a lot bigger than the pool
club.

Laura Wallace- | know that the big issue is with the kids playing ball and this might be
unfavorable in this group of people from what | am hearing from sitting down. Kids go on the
tennis courts but honestly how many of those tennis courts are being used every day? | am there
every day Monday through Friday if it is open we are there. All four are not being used. Even if
the kids were using them with tennis racquets the other people would still have a problem that
the kids were on the tennis courts. I know it is a Swim & Tennis Club but maybe fence off one of



those courts, just one, and make that for the kids. There are never four courts being used at the
same time. Even if you fence it off, make a basketball court or two little soccer nets and make a
sign-up sheet for the time being used.

Attorney Cucchiaro- It is reasonable and the Committee will look into that when it is looking at
the specific areas. The committee will look at the liability.

Ms. Wallace- | know they are senior citizens but if you block it off they can sit on the other side.

Attorney Cucchiaro- We are not segregating.

Ms. Wallace- The family membership as compared to the senior citizens membership is three
times the amount of money. I am not saying you shouldn’t have anyone but you have to give the
kids a little something.

Attorney Cucchiaro- We are weighing and balancing everyone interests and | said the statements
that you and | made at the last meeting were very compelling and that kind of triggered the
committee going out there and affirmatively looking at the situation to designate the area.

Committeewoman Ronchetti- | like your ideas.

Barbara Hornster- | am a non-resident member and have been there ten years and | enjoy coming
here | live in Parlin. There are a couple of things I found out this year that Marlboro brought in
Manalapan and Colts Neck as residents and lowered the membership fees for them. Non-
residents were $50.00 cheaper and | brought the form in and gave it to Cliff and he was going to
give to one of you people about a month or so ago. That would help out to bring more people in
the club. I know the last couple of weeks we have had issues in the big pool.

Dennis Pino, Administrator — We have people looking at this and we took certain action and we
are kind of hopeful it does not happen anymore.

Samantha Miller- I just heard talk about the tennis courts and Barbara you said it was an amazing
idea and | have to disagree. | grew up in this town and | was an avid soccer player and when |
got to high school I switched because of politics to tennis. The pool club was where | learned. If
you go to Leocadia has anyone seen the tennis courts since they have been redone, not good.
You can’t call Beer Streets Tennis courts anymore. Holmdel Park is excellent but that park is
packed. This pool club is the only place that I play tennis in town. They are opened to the public
before the pool club opens. Where are you asking the teens and kids growing up that want to
play tennis, where are you asking them to go.

Attorney Cucchiaro- I don’t think we agreed to make a decision on that. There was a suggestion
from the member of the public and Committeewoman Ronchetti thought is was a good
suggestion to review but no one said there was going to be an elimination of the tennis court. It
was something that was going to be looked at the same way recommendations from anyone else
would be looked at. We understand you make good points as well.

Ms. Miller- I am making my own recommendation whether they are going to block off a court or
not. | just wanted to know because as a tennis player at the high school for this town it is very
limited.



Dennis Pino, Administrator- The last time the Advisory Council met at the swim club we talked
about how under-utilized that particular facility was and to see if there were ways we could move
forward and get more people to use it. It is not used as much as you think anymore. We need to
increase the tennis program across the board.

Ms. Miller- I don’t know how far talks have been about lessons but instead of telling kids they
can take one court to block it off to play football, soccer, basketball maybe giving lessons
introducing them to people. It will also benefit the town and the sport itself.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- We did talk about that. We are just finding a way, the question is
who, how much and where.

Committeewoman Ronchetti- The recreation is starting a fall program for Tennis. It will be
advertised very shortly.

Jodie Moreno- | heard what she said about tennis but | am at the pool club as most of these
people here and it is under-utilized. | do not know how the tennis program works but we do pay a
membership and the kids are not allowed to play sports there. She said she was an avid soccer
player, etc. and that is what the kids do today.

Attorney Cucchiaro- The only thing that has an opportunity to happen tonight is to get the
township committee interested in the issue and understand what the issues are. Until there is
some research that is done and an analysis I don’t think anyone has been persuaded one way or
another.

Ms. Moreno- Maybe put some cones up in the courts so they have an area to play in.

Annmarie Burgess- | grew up in Hazlet, moved away and | am back almost one month. I love the
pool club I am not a member yet, probably next year. Is it called the Hazlet Swim & Tennis
Club? I am completely amazed at what | am hearing at this meeting. | grew up there and hung
there. | won a tennis championship. This is unbelievable.

Lori Zinnenman- | heard a lot of great things and a lot of energized people regarding the pool
club. I know I am not the age demographic that is some of our younger parents but | was 15
years ago. | had sons there and | understand kids want to play ball. If you tell the kids they can
play soccer by the tennis courts by the fence, you have a bunch of people sitting there. It comes
down to and this is what | did and what you did as parents, supervise your children. Do it
yourself don’t ask the pool club and don’t ask anyone else. My kid went in the deep end and that
is where | was. | am sure you people will come up with a great idea but the bottom line until then
supervise your children.

Attorney Cucchiaro- Mr. Mayor before we continue further, this is not a forum for you to argue
with each other. If there are some recommendations and observations we are certainly here to
listen.

Al Aloisi- | would like to offer my help with the tennis program but | was never asked. | am a
professional and | am an insured and | am a varsity girls coach at a high school. Again, it is a
tennis club and maybe it was underutilized during one portion of the day when the children



decided not to play on the tennis courts, five minutes later two courts were being used by a
couple and their children. On the weekend all four courts are being used.

Attorney Cucchiaro- The Township Committee has not said anything. Since hearing all this stuff
said we are going to look at it. If there is one thing | want everyone to take away from tonight
whether you are a tennis champion, a soccer enthusiast, a young parent the Township Committee
is looking at it. It hasn’t said is it going to keep the court, remove one court or do anything.
There has been a lot of good recommendations, observations and points of view and that is the
real purpose of the public session to provide as much information and viewpoints as possible.

Mr. Aloisi- My suggestion is you keep the four courts and keep it as esthic as you have it and
everybody is in a relaxed mood when they come to the club. We want to try and keep it relaxed.
This whole month has been very high contentious among people.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- If anyone has any issues you can come here to town hall anytime
during the week or call you do not have to wait for a meeting.

Antoinette Guarino- I live in Holmdel and I swim in Hazlet. | am only interested in the pool
nothing else. [ am there 18 years I sit in the same spot every day and I know what’s going on.
Today they were playing baseball up against the fence where the tennis court is, hard baseball
with a hard bat. Also, what | am really interested in is in the pool they did poop, why do we have
to stay out for 3 hours to stay out of that water.

Deputy Mayor Belasco — Years ago they had to empty it now because they have the chemicals it
takes a little while for them to take effect.

Committeewoman Ronchetti- Can | ask John to come up and explain the chemicals?

Ms. Guarino- | am here now after | am done John can come up. | already spoke to John about it
and | am interested in why it took 3 hours.

Mayor DiNardo- That is the time frame they need for the pool to accept the chemicals.

Ms. Guarino- It happened 3 times this week. 2 hours, and 1.5 hours and that is because John
came in and then 3 hours. Furthermore, we had to get a third lifeguard, which we never have to
make sure no one poops in the pool. Where are all the parents when their kid is in 6 feet of water.
There are never parents around. Also, | want to know about the rubber tire that is cut up in the
middle of grass, is that a good for us to smell day in and day out?

Dennis Pino, Administrator- It is the same rubber that is on your automobile.

Ms. Guarino- I don’t sit by my tires all day.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- That is used in playgrounds and synthetic turf fields.

Ms. Guarino- I sit right next to it, and | am not changing my seat | have been sitting there for 18
years and the smell is horrible. The kids are throwing it all around and I don’t want to say
anything because I don’t want the parents yelling at me.



Tom Durnin- I know Toni for a long time and Toni is not a shy person and tells it like it is.
(indiscernible) If you want advice on how that pool club works you talk to John Meyer. I’ve
never seen John Meyer ask one kid to do anything he did not do himself. He is hands on all the
way. John Meyers is the Gem of that pool club. As far as the pooping situation, I don’t blame
anyone but the parents. | think John Meyer is a blessing to that pool club.

Kevin Butler- A suggestion about the tennis courts, | use them and my kids starting using them
and my suggestion is maybe there should be some sort of program at the swim club for tennis to
inspire kids to play tennis. Maybe we can give other towns a run for their money. Maybe they
can set up something fun to inspire the kids like a mini tournament each week.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- That is exactly what we said last week a way to increase that.

Mr. Butler- Eventually down the line they will play for Raritan and get some scholarships.
Another suggestion also about the funds that are being used for the pool club that decisions to
decide where is the prior. This year was the Zip Line and the colorful canopy shade structure.
There was a lot of money spent on those canopies about $40,000.00 and being a pool club
member and using the bathrooms that maybe they would be more of a priority than a visual
cosmetic approach. When we saw that and saw the monies that were spent on that there were
things that needed to be fixed.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- We had to bring some new attention to the club and some
excitement to the club and obviously we have done that. The biggest problem we heard was the
teenagers we needed something more for the teenage group. Those two entities, the zip cruise
and the Rock Walls add something for that older group to do. That’s a tough group I don’t think
we are ever going to keep them busy or happy in that club there mind is somewhere else and they
want to go somewhere. We were able to get that age group to do something a little bit different in
different areas and a more controlled environment.

Mr. Butler — Spending $40,000.00 on those canopies and they are not very useful, | do not agree
with that.

Annmarie Burgess- Can you tell me where to go on your websites for permits and stuff like that
since | am a new home owner.

Dennis Pino, Administrator- It is real easy go onto the website it is really self-explanatory there
is one link that says Gov- online. You click on there and you can even pay for your swim club
membership online.

Attorney Cucchiaro- There is a link for new residents also.
